• If you would like to apply for financial aid for the $700 room and board fee, 

complete and return the financial aid application with your program 
application.  Admissions decisions will not be affected by financial aid 
requests, though you must submit your financial aid application with your 
program application by February 15, 2008. 

 
Completed applications will be read by an admissions committee beginning on 
February 15.  Decision letters for all applicants and financial aid awards (if 
applicable) will be mailed by March 31.
